Description

The Mouse Lymphoma RT2? Profiler PCR Array profiles the expression of 84 key genes
commonly involved in lymphoma development, classification, prognosis, and therapeutic
response. Lymphoma is a cancer of lymphatic cells in the immune system. The major
clinical and pathological subtypes of adulthood lymphoma include follicular lymphoma
and diffuse large B-cell lymphoma (DLBCL). Lymphoma affects molecular and biological
pathways responsible for cell adhesion, cell cycle, immune and inflammatory responses,
PI-3-Kinase/AKT signaling, and T cell differentiation. This array represents many genes in
these pathways as well as a number of common lymphoma therapeutic targets derived
from the same pathways. The array also includes dysregulated genes detected routinely in
molecular analysis of lymphoma samples and in high-throughput microarray profiling
studies, especially those associated with lymphoma survival. Genes known to have
differentially methylated promoters in lymphoma are also represented. The profiling results
from this array may lead to a better understanding of the molecular mechanisms behind
lymphoma. Using real-time PCR, research studies can easily and reliably analyze the
expression of a focused panel of genes involved in lymphoma initiation and progression

with this array.

Shipping and storage

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Array layout

The 96 real-time assays in the Rotor-Gene format are located in wells 1-96 of the Rotor-Disc™ (plate
A1-A12=Rotor-Disc 1-12, plate B1-B12=Rotor-Disc 13-24, etc.). To maintain data analysis
compatibility, wells 97-100 do not contain real-time assays but will contain master mix to account

for weight balance.
